On Wednesday September 21, the East Baton Rouge Metropolitan 

Council adopted the East Baton Rouge Comprehensive Plan, called            

FUTUREBR. The adoption of FUTUREBR, sets forth a document that 

illustrates a shared community vision and establishes principles for 

how the City-Parish should grow and develop over the next twenty (20) 

years. The most important function of a comprehensive plan is for it to 

provide valuable guidance to those in the public and private sector, as 

decisions are made affecting the future quality of life of existing and 

future residents and the natural and built environments in which they 

live, work, shop and play. 

The Scotlandville Comprehensive Community Development Plan 

(SCCDP) focuses more detail on the Scotlandville community and it is 

incorporated into FUTUREBR.  According to the planning team that 

created FUTUREBR, several members of the City-Parish Planning 

Commission and other City-Parish agencies, the SCCDP is a model of 

how community plans should be created and how to engage the public 

in the process. The SCCDP document was organized by the Southern     

University School of Architecture and its Urban + Rural Community 

Design Research Center (U+R CDRC).

Vision: Scotlandville Gateway is envisioned as a prosperous, sustainable, and vital community that 

embraces its legacy as a significant African-American commercial and residential area in Baton 
Rouge, while also emerging as a contemporary center of commerce in North Baton Rouge that    
physically and economically connects to East Baton Rouge Parish as a whole. 
 

The Plan: To realize the Vision for Scotlandville Gateway, extensive improvements to both public 

facilities and private land throughout the community are required. The proposed Scotlandville Gate-
way Catalyst Project, including both public and private improvements, will jump-start revitalization in 
one focused area. Once the Catalyst Project is well on its way, community-wide improvements are 
planned to begin, followed by development of regional connections. 
 

Catalyst Area: The Scotlandville Gateway Catalyst Project Area is a focused area along Swan   

Avenue, extending south to Harding Boulevard and north to Osprey Avenue. The area extends     
eastward to just past the intersection of Scenic Highway and Scotland Avenue, while Kingfisher      
Avenue creates the western boundary. This area is where locally owned businesses thrived just a   
few decades ago and where the City-Parish has invested in Swan Avenue improvements through    
the Green Light Program. 
 

Catalyst Area Goals: The Scotlandville Gateway Catalyst Area will serve as the jump-start to  

redevelopment in the community, providing the momentum to spur further improvements throughout 
Scotlandville Gateway.  The idea is that it will be a ripple effect for revitalization.  The first goal is to 
strengthen the commercial areas along Scenic Highway at the intersection of Swan Avenue and  
Scotland Avenue, and build on the investment of the recently completed streetscape improvements by 
enhancing the ―Main Street‖ character of the segment of Swan Avenue between Scenic Highway and 
Kingfisher Avenue.  Building on this momentum, the Catalyst Area further proposes low and medium 
density residential areas, commercial corridor improvements, and new infill generated by using public-
private partnerships.
